
Oct 12: Brisbane to Adelaide.   
Accommodation in Adelaide. 
 
Oct 13: Kangaroo Island.  Visit Emu Ridge  
Eucalyptus Distillery where you will learn 
about the history of the oil distillery.  After 
lunch visit Seal Bay Conservation Park and 
walk amongst Australian sea lions on a  
guided beach walk.  Then onto Kangaroo  
Island Wildlife Park where you can get up 
close with the Kangaroo Island Wildlife. 
 
Oct 14: Kangaroo Island.  Visit Clifford’s 
Honey Farm to enjoy an informative talk by 
the beekeeper followed by tastings. After 
lunch you will visit the wildlife sanctuary.  
Then onto the westernmost part of the  
Island, Flinders Chase National Park. Return 
to Adelaide. 
 
Oct 15: Adelaide.  Day free to explore.   
Adelaide with its ring of parkland on the  
River Torrens is home to renowned museums 
such as the Art Gallery of South Australia, 
displaying expansive collections including 
noted Indigenous art, and the South  
Australian Museum, devoted to natural  
history.  
 
Oct 16: Proud Mary.  Evening Departure. 
This is an  excellent opportunity to view 
some of the nocturnal wildlife, especially 
birds such as night herons, owls, and coots.  
 
Oct 17: Proud Mary.  Visit Mannum, where 
you will   re-trace the colourful history of 
several pioneering   families whose efforts 
shaped the successful development of this  
region.  
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This evening you will be moored at Walker Flat. 
The bird and wildlife here is prolific, including 
wallabies, wild ducks and bush turkeys.  
 
Oct 18: Proud Mary.  At Swan Reach visit  
Costa Brothers Almond Farm.  This afternoon 
visit Blanchetown, site of the Lock and Weir  
No 1.   Water cascades over the lock creating an  
excellent feeding place for birdlife.   
 
Oct 19: Proud Mary.  Portee Station. Here 
you’ll discover the importance of flood plains to 
the river system. Then onto Big Bend where 
you will find the tallest cliffs anywhere along 
the River.  
 
Oct 20: Proud Mary. Ngaut Ngaut Aboriginal  
conservation site for a tour of one of the oldest  
archaeological digs in Australia.  Mannum. Take 
the opportunity to enjoy some free time in this 
delightful town. 
 
Oct 21:  Proud Mary. Cruise through Ponde,  
Caloote and Wall Flat to Woodlane.  Tour 
Reedy Creek Environmental Park.  Transfer to 
Adelaide Airport for flight to Brisbane.
